Over 100 linear feet of crack 
needed to be grinded out and filled with 
CFFS Fortifications Formula.  Rebuilding 
of front and back edges was also needed 
with major reconstructing of handicap 
entrances. To achieve a smooth surface 
Citadel applied a thin skim coat of   
CFFS-DC to fill in spalling and minor 
cracks. This rapid set product allowed 
Citadel to continue with the coating 
system and turned the entrance into a 
monolithic slab ready for coating.

The primary challenge is to enhance an 
old deteriorated concrete entrance to a 
large nuclear power plant. This 
entrance was over 15 years old and 
needed to be replaced, but with limited 
time and resources that was not an 
option.

Citadel used a very unique blend of flint 

rock to give this entrance durability, 

strength, anti slip, and the longevity 

needed for a high traffic area. Citadel 

used the same polyaspartic polyurea 

technology for the top coat to lock the 

flint rock in, and to give it extra strength. 

Citadels polyaspartic Polyurea is UV 

stable, so it will not yellow or fade over 

time, like many of other products on the 

market.
